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How to use ‘Windows on our World' in 8 easy steps

1 Using pencil or coloured crayons first draw your subject in outline in
the frame on the page opposite. Keep your drawing inside the frame
and try to use the whole area of the frame.

2 You may draw any subject you like, here are some suggestions;

any object that interests you (perhaps an item of furniture),

a painting hanging in one of the rooms,

a view of all or of a section (part) of a room in the Hall,

a utensil or implement or costume in one of the Hall displays,

or perhaps an object from the cellection in the activity classroom,
a view through a Hall window,

a view of the farm and / or some of the animals,

a view of our Walled Garden and / or some of the plants,

a view of the beautiful Country Park.

3 When you have drawn the outline of your study, you may like to
colour it using the pens provided in the classreom or you can colour it
back at school if you wish.

4 Please write your name, age and school on your ‘window' in the space
allocated.

5 Please give your work a 'title’ or name.
6 Now carefully fold the page over at the centre line here >»>»»>5>5»

7 Now turn to the front page and Colour in your window frame on the
front of your sheet.

8 Now very carefully “cut out' your window frame following the dotted
lines to give 4 rectangular window shapes (panes). Please be careful
with your scissors! If you need help ask your teacher!

You will now have your very own ‘Window on our World!

To make it even more interesting try this idea - when you go back
to school, select one of your '‘Windows on our world’ window panes
and on a separate (new A4) sheet of paper draw all there is to see.
Make your drawing large to fill the whole page.
